September of 2006. 
Region 3 – Scott Nethery reported that the Louisville Metro Health Department had three of the new Environmental Health 

Specialists pass the R.S. Exam.  He also reported that the Kentucky State Fair begins on August 17th.  This year there are 
plenty of inspectors from around the state and from the FDA who will be working at the fair.

New Business 
Laura Strevels gave an update on the Interstate Environmental Health Seminar that KAMFES is hosting July 18-20, 2007.  The 
conference will be held at the Hilton Seelbach in Louisville Kentucky.  The conference will begin Wednesday at noon, have 
breakouts on Thursday and will end at noon on Friday.  The room rate is $81.00 per night and parking is $7.00 per night to park and 
leave a car or $14.00 per night to be able to come and go.  Laura stated that a lot of help would be needed to work registration for the 
conference. 
 

Sue Jewell requested that the board look into purchasing lapel pins for KAMFES members for this year’s conference.  The proposed 
amount was 300 pins at $2.50 a piece, which came to $750.00 or 500 pins at $2.25 a piece, which came to $1125.00.

Tony Hall made a motion to table discussion on the purchase of lapel pins until the website issues could be researched further. 
Mark Reed seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
 

Sue Jewell made a motion to accept Dan Roller, Mike Cavannah, and Rick Molohan as Life Members. Vonia Grabeel seconded the 
motion. Motion carried. 
 

Sue Jewell mentioned difficulties in keeping a current and accurate mailing list of all members due to returned mail, especially return 
mail from Life Members. 
 

Sue Jewell motioned that an amendment to the by-laws be made to read that if two mailings to an individual member are returned, 
then that member be removed from the mailing list, but can be put back on the mailing list if they contact KAMFES with correct 
information. Vonia Grabeel seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
 

Raw Milk Sales was discussed by the board. Rhett Griffith made a motion that a position paper should be written by the Milk Safety 
Branch and presented to the board to be signed off on in support of findings of the position paper and a letter be drafted by the board 
from results of the position paper. Mark Reed seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
 

Mark Reed expressed concern about the transparency of financials given the combined conference.  Specifically, Mr. Reed stated 
that KOWA would need to report all transactions back to KAMFES in the language of the current FY ’06-’07 budget.  Mr. Reed 
suggested that the board review financial protocols for this conference.  These issues will be addressed at the next joint meeting with 
KOWA. 
 

President Rhodes requested a motion for adjournment: Vonia Grabeel made a motion to adjourn. Rhett Griffith seconded the motion. 
Motion carried.  

Membership Committee Report – Sue Jewell 
� Committee me June 27, 2006 & July 27, 2006, current membership was reviewed however only about 8 people had renewed at the time of the 
June meeting. By the end of July 1 received 21 renewals of 77 that were sent out and two new memberships. Ban Roller contacted me stating he 
had retired in 2005. 
� The membership drive was reviewed and the committee decided they would like to run the membership drive again with the approval of the 
Board. 
� Revision of the current membership application was discussed; no final determination was made as to the exact replacement. Using a flyer with a 
display at meetings and conferences was presented. The committee is continuing to work on applications. 
� The committee discussed various acknowledgements for members (new, years, ect.) and determined that they would like to present KAMFES 
pins to members. Nancy Grimsley obtained a bid to have the pins made and distributed at the 2007 conference to members. Discussion included 
using the pins to entice members to renew their membership at the conference (this is a one time offering, the pins have not been available for 
almost 10 years, and will only be distributed to members.) The committee is seeking other sponsorship for additional gifts for members in their 
registration packet. New members certificates at the last AEC (there does not seem to be an interest).  
� The committee discussed retention of membership and recruiting new members. Justin Pittman suggested a monthly e-mail to all registered 
sanitarians, Judge Executives, County Attorneys, Industry, members and past members. Justin is working on an e-mail listing and has received the 
RS list, County Attorney Association, Judge Executive listings, local HD Directors and some industry. I will be providing e-mails for members and 
past members. This e-mail is a brief notification, which may include current news, Board meeting dates, KAMFES announcements (voting, 
renewal), other short notification news. The e-mail will be no more than a paragraph and will point readers to the website where the journal and 
membership applications will be. 
� To encourage communication between directors and their constituents the committee requested that a list by region be created so the directors 
would know who is in their region. (Pass out the list) 
� Nancy Grimsley and Mary Ann Blanton are currently working on a corporate membership criteria which should be reviewed by the committee 
and presented at the November Board meeting for discussion. Proposed is a graduated fee based on attendees, on vote per ten attendees, discount on 
exhibiting, and possibly providing a room for their own training at our conference. 
� The committee would also like to work with the Administration and Procedures committee to amend the By-Laws pertaining to life members. 
According to our records there are several life members that once they retire never have contact with our association. Approximately 20-25 of 118 
comes to our AEC. We do not get a response during voting. We would like to create verbiage stating that life members be dropped from the mailing 
list (journal, registration, balloting) after three years of no response. They would still be listed and maintained as life members on our membership 
roster. Should a life member contact us asking why they are not receiving mailings then we can update their files and resume the mailings. The 
reason for this is return mail with no forwarding address, no telephone, not e-mail and no way to reach them. 
� The committee also discussed promoting “Environmental Health Week” in some manner. I was assigned the task of finding out the dates and 
securing a copy of the proclamations. Perhaps using “T” shirts or “Show your Pride” articles in the Journal. 
� The committee asked for clarification of some issues for the combined AEC with KOWA this January. 

1.     Will our membership be separate from our registration fee? Or will it be combined like KOWA has done in the past? 
2.     Since there will be two luncheons will the members attend both or will they be separate? If they are together will the registration fee 

cover both? 
3.     It is our understanding that KOWA will be handling the pre-conference registration. At would point in time will the records be 

turned over to us? Will ribbons be provided to KOWA for our member’s tags? If not at what point will we be able to provide ribbons 
for members or a list to KOWA for the acknowledgements. 

� Other discussions we will be working on.

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Region 6 – Nothern Kentucky Department– Laura Strevels 
� 2 interns Alicai Klein and Pat Maloney have been hired for swimming pool and the rabies program. 
� The BT dept is now under Environmental dept and we share regional epidemiologist with Three Rivers Dist. Both district using 
epidemiologist for food borne illness investigations. In Northern Kentucky used epidemiologist to investigate family with high arsenic levels. 
� Scores for food service establishments now posted on Website.  
� There have been rumors; the Northern Kentucky Health Department would lose Boone County from the District. They have decided not to leave, 
but the Judge Exec. is looking to restructure our organization.  
� 319 grant this year beginning to install onsite repair which correct failing systems or straight pipes. 

Farm Methods Report- Frank Jackson 
� The milk safety branch has hired Doug Wade to replace Dan Roller. Doug will be working Pulaski, Lincoln, Mercer, Boyle and Anderson 
Counties. Charles has not been replace at this time.  
� Testing new computers for Mobile Milk. 
� Raw milk sales to consumer are illegal only exception is goat milk with prescription from doctor. This is not the problem; the problem is flea 
markets, farmers markets and health food stores. There are some direct sales. We have been involved in two enforcement actions so far. This is a 
hot political issue. KDA and legislatives have been involved and seem to support the milk safety branch position at this time. 

Region 1 Report- Mark Sears 
�  The Pennyrile District Health Department has a new public health director. Jim Trolley, former Area 1 food manufacturing inspector for the 
Food Safety Branch is replacing Raymond Giannini, who is retiring.

Her work experience includes work with the National Park Service in Arizona 
and Florida. She has completed the Core Training and is preparing to take the Registered Sanitarian’s Exam.  We are very happy to have Lee Ann 
working with us. 
� Soils 2 Training, soils 2 training was held in our district on July 25 & 26 in Barren County. Dr. Bill Thom of the University of Kentucky 
Cooperative Extension Service was the instructor. He did a very good job with the class. This is the second time Dr. Thom has done soils classes in 
our area. Dr. Thom will be leaving to take another job very soon and won’t be available. He has been a very valuable resource for us. 
� Bonnieville Sewer Project, work has finally started on the Bonnieville Sewer Project. Over the past twenty some years, there have been at least 
three major attempts to obtain grant monies to sewer the city of Bonnieville. We have done letters of support and investigation work several times 
over the years to show the need for sewers in this small town. Grant applications would be made, grants actually awarded and then the monies 
would be lost for failure to meet deadliness or some other reason. This time the city was actually successful and sewer pipe is actually being laid 
into ditches. Completion is scheduled for 2007. The city of Bonnieville is plagued with small lots, bad soils and high water tables. Not surprisingly, 
there are many falling septic systems. Because of these many problems, repairing or replacing falling septic systems has not been a viable 
alternative. Without sewer, Bonnieville could not grow or even sustain the businesses it already has in place. Once their new sewer system is 
operational, we expect a flurry of new development at that I-65 interchange in the form of restaurants, motels and other businesses.

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              Remember the experiment in school where you had a powder and mixed a 
liquid together to cause a volcanic reaction? Have you ever wondered what type of 
powder is non-toxic, but will clean almost any surface while removing bacteria? What 
about a powder that you can use to cook with, do your dishes, and the laundry? This 
item is also well known for its ability to remove odors, make pottery, and to be used as 
an antacid. This magical little powder is called Sodium hydrogen carbonate 
������ �� ) or by its common name Baking Soda. 
              Baking soda is a common, inexpensive household item that can be used for 
many kinds of projects ranging from around the house, health care, to many other 
miscellaneous uses. Trying to limit this article to a few uses will be very difficult since 
baking soda can be use for almost anything. If you search the Internet looking for ideas 
on the use of baking soda, the resulting pages of information will astound you. My 
research for this article had lead me to about 1000 different uses (just a round number I 
really did not count them) each use was surprising on how this simple powder can 
magnify other chemicals to create powerful reactions and accomplish what other strong 
toxic chemicals cannot. In an era when we are all exposed to many toxic chemicals, it's nice to know that something so 
mild can be greatly effective. 
              The household uses for baking soda would have to be the longest list of things this powerful powder can 
accomplish. Starting in the kitchen, baking soda can be used to cook with from making bread rise to cleaning vegetables 
and making the floors and counters clean and removing bacteria. A few examples of uses around the house would be like; 
if you have ants running through the kitchen, you can place a dusting of baking soda long the trail of the wall the ants 
follow; this will result in no more ants. Using a ½ cup of baking soda and vinegar in any sink with hot water will remove 
clogs, clean the drainpipes and remove any odor.

With proper use it 
appears the many ways of making us feel better, soothing, cleansing and relief are just a few examples of the results of 
using this magical powder. Always ask you physician about these uses when it comes to your healthcare, if your diet 
is salt restricted, you should not use baking soda for any internal reason, other than normal cooking). A few 
examples relating to healthcare and its uses would be; making a paste from baking soda and vinegar and rubbing it on bee 
stings, poison ivy, different types of rashes (sunburn, acne) and insect bites. Relieving an upset stomach, just use ½ 
teaspoon in a cup of water (the powder must be completely dissolved) and drink. It will cause you to burp, as it

             Corporate Membership shall be composed of persons employed by one company at one location collectively 
paying one fee each fiscal year to allow their employees to attend educational sessions at the Annual Educational 
Conference.    

1.    Each member would be required to pay registration fee. 
2.    Voting rights    

a.   1-6 members listed under a company membership will receive 1 vote in the business session. 
b.   7-14 members listed under a company membership will receive 2 votes. 
c.   15-24 members listed under a company membership will receive 4 votes. 
d.    The company must submit attendee’s names indicating which members will be representing the company at 

the Annual Business Meeting. 
3.    A company with a corporate membership will receive $100 off the exhibitor fee. 
4.    The company will receive one room free of charge to conduct training for attendees of the company. 

 
Need to review the economic impact for this change. 
 

Life Membership current roster – By Laws, Article I, Section 1 (page 4)  - no language to replace and this looked like the best 
place for this topic. 
Add a second paragraph –  In order to maintain an accurate membership roster members not responding to two (2) mailings 
(balloting or returned mail) shall maintain their current membership status (Active and Student memberships for the fiscal year) 
but shall be removed from the mailing list until the member contacts the Secretary or Membership Chair with current 
information.

Applicants shall be 
considered eligible for this scholarship when they are recognized as achieving or recognized as “Junior” or “Senior” status by their 
respective educational institution.  All applicants (undergraduate or graduate) must have completed nine (9) credit hours toward their 
major. 
 
Original intent was that university requirements be met and the student has had some exposure to courses in their major.   
 
Replace – Same place Section G. – The Scholarship will be paid to the institution in the receiver’s name for application toward the 
fall and spring semester. 
 
With –  The scholarship will be paid to the institution in the receiver’s name for application to tuition for the next or current term.

The Registered Sanitarian Examination will be administered once a month at different sites throughout the year.  See attached 
sheet for current year dates and locations. 
 
Applicants are required to submit a completed application, an ORIGINAL COLLEGE TRANSCRIPT , a photocopy of their 
college diploma and $30.00 examination fee ($30.00 fee is paid each time the exam is taken).  Applicant must also submit evi-
dence at least and approved four (4) year High School or the equivalent; and has completed a four (4) year degree from a college 
or university, with a minor or twenty-four (24) semester hours in Environmental Health, Biological Science, or Physical Science. 
 
Applicants wishing to take the exam will provide a picture ID, prior to taking the exam (Day of Exam).  They must arrive at least 
15 minutes prior to test time to conduct administrative functions.  Applicants must register at least ten (10) working days prior to 
the set of the test date, with the application and fees given to Beverley Joy Watkins or Guy Delius.  Applicants will be notified of 
their test results within fifteen (15) working days of taking the exam.  No study materials will be allowed in the test area.  The 
Exam will begin at 9:30 A.M. until 11:30 A.M. – Break for lunch and resume 2nd part at 1:00 P.M. – 3:00 P.M. 
 
The Exam consists of 300 multiple choice questions.  There is a 60% pass rate (120 questions can be missed).  Recommended 
study material is the CDC Environmental Health Sciences (SS3010) Study course (information on how to obtain this course is at-
tached).  Recommended texts are the “Environmental Engineering and Sanitation” and the 1994 supplement by J.A. Salvato, Jr.  
And “Principles of Food Sanitation” by Norman G. Marriott, (Order information is also attached.)  Some health departments may 
already have copies of one or both of these books. 
 
The R. S. Committee has purchased five (5) copies of each of these books (but not the study course) and they are available for 
loan out.  They maybe checked out for up to 60 days. Individuals will be personally responsible for the cost of the materials unless 
brought back prior to taking the exam.  Study materials must be returned to the R. S. Board in Order to be eligible to take the 
exam.
