Community Based Emergency Response, are you prepared?  

"Storm causes power outages for thousands", "Chemical cloud sends 50 to hospital", "Letters containing white 
powder received at 5 local clinics": these are just a few of the possible emergencies that a Public Health             
Department may be called upon to address in the coming year. Are you prepared? If not, help is on the way.  

There is a new training program for Public Health Professionals at the Louisville Metro Health Department and it's 
helping to prepare Health Departments to deal with emergencies ranging from natural disasters to acts of terrorism. 
Its called the "Community Based Emergency Response" Program and its goal is to offer Public Health practitio-
ners from across the United States an opportunity to experience first hand one of the nation's most successful Pub-
lic Health, community emergency response systems.  

Participants are provided a 3½-day forum to learn about Public Health's role and mission in the emergency         
responce community Participants are provided an opportunity to meet key emergency response personnel from 
many of the agencies that health departments will work with during emergencies. Participants gain valuable insight 
in how their Departments can work effectively with these agencies. More importantly, they learn how other agen-
cies perceive "Health's role" in emergency response and how they can effectively plan and respond together to pro-
tect their communities. A combination of classroom presentations, panel discussions and field excursions are used 
to provide a comprehensive experience.  

The course curriculum was designed by the emergency response community of Louisville, the Louisville Metro 
Department of Health and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and is based on the Louisville Metro 
Health Department's experience as part of a coordinated, multi-agency, response system. The program presents the 
necessary conceptual framework, multi-agency expertise and systems to provide participants with a wealth of 
practical information and access to experts with real world experience. Instructors include Metro Health Depart-
ment (Medical and Environmental) staff as well as CDC, Fire, Police, Hospital, EMS EMA and others.

SPOTLIGHT 

Sewage R’ Us 
 
What exactly is K.O.W.A.?  Well, I’m glad you asked.  How fortunate for you it is that I just happen to be here to answer your 
question.  The Kentucky Onsite Wastewater Association was officially organized in 1995.  Approximately a year earlier, many 
health department inspectors had attended a meeting that Kentucky’s Environmental Management Branch personnel had held 
concerning the onsite sewage program.  Many of the health environmentalists that attended that meeting, I and some of you  
reading this included, thought it would be a good idea if such a gathering could be done yearly.  To make a long story short, after  
numerous meetings a handful of inspectors, state people and others were left as a core founding group that incorporated KOWA 
and developed the first conference held in December.  Roughly eight years later it is an independent organization that serves 
nearly 300 members as a training and professional advancement resource for those working in the onsite industry.  Voting  
members include installers, manufacturers, regulators, pumpers and academia involved in onsite sewage disposal issues.   
 
The annual conferences have become a tradition held in Louisville during each December.  Much like KAMFES’ conference, this 
meeting allows for training, ceu opportunities and networking while offering some fun activities.  In addition, KOWA offers 
classes to onsite sewage professionals at our training center located at the Anderson County campus of the Central Kentucky  
Environmental Training Center in Lawrenceburg. Construction continues at the site with demonstration systems being installed 
thanks to federal grant monies and donations of components and manpower from manufacturers, installers and others.  KOWA is 
run by a 12 member board of directors elected by its membership and has an Executive Secretary that reports to it.  In addition, 
KOWA employs a director and assistant director for the training center.  From this group are developed and assembled  
curriculum that are offered in classes at the training center and at “road shows” across the state.   
 
So there you go.  Put simply, KOWA is an organization that brings together professionals in the onsite industry for the betterment 
of those individuals and the industry itself.  It works to educate people about onsite issues, assists in developing sound practices 
and standards, acts as an information resource and helps to link all parties involved for the advancement of sewage treatment and 
its profession.  So, if you’re a R.S. looking for some training specific to septic systems, have installers in your area in need of 
ceu’s or have concerns about related issues feel free to contact us.

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Recently the Ashland, Boyd County Catlettsburg 
Office of Emergency Management and the 
FIVCO District Health  
Department Environmental Services developed a 
program for notification of food service establish-
ments in Boyd County in the event there is an ad-
visory for food service establishments, such as 
boil water advisories. 
 
The “Communicator Notification System” as it is 
known, is a computer based telephone calling sys-
tem, which can make up to twelve recorded mes-
sage telephone calls simultaneously.  The system, 
mainly used for disaster and emergency notifica-
tions, can be programmed for many different sce-
narios including the scenario concerning notifica-
tion of food service establishments. 
 
The Communicator System was purchased with 
Supplemental Environmental Funds from the En-
vironmental Protection Agency, all counties in the 
Kentucky Division of Emergency Management 
Area 9 received a system, with five years of sup-
port.  The Counties, who received the systems, 
are:  Boyd, Carter, Greenup, Floyd, Magoffin, 
Elliott, Pike, Johnson,  
Lawrence, and Martin. 
 
ABC – Emergency Management and FIVCO HD  
Environmental Staff compiled a telephone call list 
of all food service establishments within Boyd 
County including after-hour telephone numbers, 
and entered this information into the  
Communicator System. The goal of the notifica-
tion plan was to provide information to the food 
service establishments as quickly as possible, and 
to provide a means of documentation as to 
whether the establishments received the message.  

The “Communicator System” when it 
makes a call provides the  
information to the caller, and then asks if 
they understood the message, requiring the 
person on the line to enter a digit on their 
touch tone telephone to confirm they have 
received the message.  Once all calls have 
been made a report is printed indicating 
who confirmed they had received the mes-
sage and who had not, follow-up calls 
could then be made. 
 
The Communicator was successfully used 
to warn citizens to evacuate an area  of the 
county due to a gas leak.  It has been used 
numerous times for notifying residents of 
possible flooding situations.  The School 
Systems also utilized the Communicator to 
notify personnel during severe weather 
conditions of school closings.  The Health 
Department scenario has been activated 
numerous times since it has been estab-
lished; making close to one thousand calls 
each time it is activated.  All in all, the 
Communicator System has been an impor-
tant part of the Warning Systems in Ash-
land, Boyd County, and Catlettsburg, and 
has proven its worth on many occasions.  If

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FDA RISK COMMUNICATION 
WORKSHOP  

On May 13-15 2003 the Food and Drug Admini-
stration office of Regulatory Affairs conducted a 
crisis communication workshop at the Executive 
West Hotel in Louisville Kentucky.

SPOTLIGHT 
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Safety tips for Quarantining Animals  
By: Amber Maynard, student intern, FIVCO Environmental Services      
 

Summer is almost here and with it comes a rise in the number of bite cases involving rabies.  The inspector 
needs to take extra precautions in such cases to ensure that he or she does not become victims themselves.  Here are 
some suggestions to help ensure your safety: 

o  First, try and have complete information about the bite.  Work with hospitals or clinics that may deal 
with these cases, in order that they will know the type of information you will need. 

o  Try and make contact by phone call or certified letter before a visit so as to make the person aware 
that you are coming. 

o  Take into consideration who the animal bit.  Kids tend to tease or pick on animals.  Animals that 
have bitten adults, especially mail men or meter men, are probably more of a concern due to the fact 
that they will be more passive towards animals and, therefore, the attack was probably unprovoked. 

o  If a child is involved, consider if they are usually around the animal in question or not.  If they are, 
the animal is probably not a threat. 

o  Find out the extent of the bite, whether it was a small nip or a mauling.   
o  Watch for pets that have repeatedly bitten. 
o  Pay attention to the length of the leash a pet is on, try and stay beyond the perimeter of the dogs 

reach. 
o  If the animal is running loose at the house, honk the horn so as to warn people and approach the 

house with caution. 
o  Don’t pet the animal. 
o  Do not try and separate fighting animals. 
o  Never bother a pet while it is eating or drinking. 
o  Do not pull its food or water away. 
o  Never bother a pet while it is sleeping. 
o  Never run from a dog or scream around a dog. 
o  If a dog is about to attack you, place something in between yourself and the dog, such as a clipboard 

or a briefcase. 
o  If a dog knocks you over, roll into a ball, cover your face, and stay still. 
o  Do not take a toy or bone away from the pet. 
o  Beware of pets and their babies.  Animal mothers are very protective and will bite to keep you away. 
o  When responding to a dog bite, always maneuver your vehicle so that it is facing the road as to allow 

easy escape in event of emergency.   
o  If the animal is loose or is a stray, call Animal Control, they are equipped to deal with those situa-

tions. 
When quarantining an animal, always use the utmost caution to ensure personal safety.
