Since 1983, when | and two partners purchased the assets of
Purestream from Transamerica Delaval, this has been our company
motto.

Purestream, headquartered in Kentucky since its establish-
ment in 1970, owes much of its early success and growth to the
Kentucky Department for Public Health, and specifically to the many
sanitarians across the state that recognized the need for systems
such as ours, and encouraged us to promote our products to those
entities who would need systems beyond the capabilities of on-site
systems. Back then, the predominant supplier of "Packaged" sewage treatment plants was Aer-
O-Flo Company, located in Florence, Ky. and established in 1965. When Purestream entered the
market, it became the fifth "Local" company to market packaged treatment plants in the tri-state
area.

Purestream began expanding its marketing efforts throughout the U.S. in 1972, when it
was purchased by Tait Pump Co., in Dayton, Ohio, and gradually became a known entity through-
out the U.S. With the implementation of the Clean Water Act in 1972, the demand for viable
wastewater treatment plants grew dramatically.

Currently, the majority owner of Purestream, | began my career in the wastewater treat-
ment field in 1970 in Chicago, with the parent company of Aer-O-Flo; Clow Corporation, which
changed the Aer-O-Flo name to The Clow Wastetreatment Division, still located in Florence, Ky. |
was with Clow for 9 years, during which time | competed against Purestream many times. In
1979, | was offered a position as the National Sales and Marketing Manager for Purestream and,
considering it a challenging opportunity, | accepted.

At Purestream, | was able to expand the existing product lines, enabling the company to
compete for larger systems in the municipal markets, while improving on products and processes
for the smaller commercial and land development systems. These changes and additions started
Purestream on a pattern of growth.

One year after my joining Purestream, it's parent company; Tait Pump, was purchased,

along with all of its holdings, by Transamerica Delaval, and for three years,
we operated as a division of that company. In 1983, Transamerica Delaval
decided that they no longer wanted to be in the wastewater treatment field,
and the company was offered to me to purchase, which | did, along with two
partners. No longer tied down by large corporation rules, we began to market
more aggressively, and to begin further expansion of our product line into the
industrial pretreatment market.

In May 1987, our major competitor, Clow Wastetreatment Division was put up
for sale by their new owner. Upon learning of this, we contacted them, made
an offer to purchase their assets, and in November, 1987 completed the pur-
chase. Now, of the original five companies located in this area marketing
treatment plants, Purestream is the only company still in business.

Through the years, Purestream has expanded its marketing and distribution internationally,
and has developed a reputation for innovative treatment process designs, some of which are be-
ing marketed on a License basis in the United Kingdom.

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A major factor in our continued success is an advanced wastewater treatment process called
the BESST process for which my son, Michael G. Vesio, holds a patent for. This process, because
of its high treatment capabilities, and over all cost effectiveness, has caught the eye of consulting

Throughout all of this, here at Purestream, we have never forgotten how the company really
got its start. The support from the sanitarians in Kentucky has never wavered. Many of the "Old
Guard" are long gone, some are still here, and as active as ever. The "New Faces" are beginning to
become more familiar to us, and us to them as we continue to uphold the tradition of "Purestream
Hospitality" to both KPHA and KAMFES, a tradition we look forward to honoring for years to come.

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Mapping the Lead Poisoning Solution in Kentucky

March 3, 2004

Geographic Information System (GIS) technology is alive and well in Ken-
tucky state government, from mapping water resources, displaying eco-
nomic development opportunities and accurately mapping underground
mines. Now the Cabinet for Health & Family Services is using GIS as a
tool in their Environmental Lead Program, working to eliminate lead poi-
soning as a public health concern.

According to the Centers for Disease Control (CDC), approximately
434,000 U.S. children aged 1-5 years have blood lead levels greater than
the CDC recommended level of 10 micrograms of lead per deciliter of
blood. And Kentucky ranks well below (6%) the national average (25%)
when it comes to testing our children for blood lead levels.

The risks associated with lead poisoning can be severe, including causing learning disabilities, behavioral
problems, and, at very high levels, seizures, coma, and even death. There are also loss to productivity
costs associated with elevated blood lead levels and these costs can have a significant impact on future
earnings potential of exposed children, in addition to related costs in health care, special education, crimi-
nal justice, and legal liability. That's why this important project, being implemented by the Cabinet for
Health and Family Services, Division of Public Health Protection & Safety, Environmental Lead Program, is
using GIS technology to help locate and eliminate the risks. The project team is being driven by two guid-
ing questions:
How do we identify where the highest risk of lead exposure occurs in Kentucky across a broad
range of risk factors?
How can we move children’s environmental health programs from a mitigative (“canary in the
mine”) approach to a structure that is preventive?
The program is working to map the lead poisoning problem in Kentucky by
looking at risk factors. For instance, where do we find clusters of houses
built before 19507 Where is the poverty level highest? Where have there
been a prevalence of elevated blood lead cases? Those factors and many
more are being merged with census, tax and medicaid data, and then ana-
lyzed with GIS tools to accurately map the information.

According to Kenny Ratliff, co-investigator for the project, “In order to elimi-
nate lead poisoning as a childhood disease in Kentucky, we must find ways
